Player Contract  

As a Rec League player I understand that any of the following may result in immediate suspension from the team for one 

or more games or result in loss of playing time and affect my future participation: 

 Substance use and /or possession of drugs, alcohol, tobacco, ect. 

 Persistent irresponsible and disrespectful behavior towards their opponents, their teammates, the coaches, the 

referees and the game officials. 

 Destruction of property or violation of state and or federal laws. 

 Failure to comply with any and all team rules (attendance, dress code, schedules, etc.) as set by the coaches or the 

Club. 

 Advance warning for missing, or being late, to practices, games, and/or functions is expected and required; reasons 

may or may not be accepted.  It is your resposibility as well as your parents to inform the coach(s) that that you will 

miss a pratice or a game.  

 Fighting or throwing punches will call for immediate suspension, if this occurs during the game the player will be sent 

home immediately with the parents’/guardians’.  No reimbursements will be given to the family of the player. 

 Insubordination will not be tolerated and teammates, coaches, team representatives and referees will be treated with 

respect.

 To be generous when I win.
